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ABSTRACT

Interorganizational R&D collaboration is increasing these days. Despite
of mentioning that interorganizational collaboration between Japanese firms and
foreign university are increasing, there was no statistics to know them.

We made a statistics to know an external expense of research budget that is
paid to foreign university. Result shows 671 firms of 1153 respondents are
expending R&D budget to outside organizations. 70% of expending firms choose
Japanese universities as a R&D collaboration partner. 12% firms pay their R&D
budget to foreign universities. Total payment to Japanese universities are as 5
times as to foreign universities. Result shows the role of Japanese universities

should be re-evaluated as an important R&D partner.
