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ABSTRACT

As a result of an internet survey conducted in March 2020, it was found that the measures to be
taken by the government are rapidly increasing in anticipation and countermeasures against
infectious diseases such as the new coronavirus, avian influenza, and Ebola hemorrhagic fever,
compared to other measures. Also, by gender, it was found that there are always more women
than men in providing easy-to-understand information to the general public. By age, it became
clear that many people in their 50s and 60s were involved in providing easy-to-understand
information to the general public and promoting research and development.
