As a result of an internet survey conducted in December 2021, it was found that males (79%
who agree (rather)) are higher than females (64% who agree (rather)) in "gender", while they do
not change much in "age".

Also, in terms of “gender”, males (55% who (rather) change the society to be more
comfortable and comfortable to live in) and females ((rather) to make the society more
comfortable and comfortable to live in) While it was higher than 44%), it turned out that it did
not change much by “age”.

In addition, when asked if they would like to hear from scientists and technicians about DX,
if they had the opportunity, 57% said they would (if possible), with a majority. became.

conclusion is that the public still feels lacking.
