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ABSTRACT

National Institute of Science and Technology Policy (NISTEP) has been promoting
construction of the Dictionary of Names of Universities and Public Organizations and
development of the Program for Organization Name Disambiguation, which enable to
identify an organization name description (in English) to an organization included in the
Dictionary. NISTEP aims that the Dictionary and the Program serve as the infrastructure to
analyze the current state and trend of research and development in Japan in micro- and
meso-level. This report describes their characteristics and functions, and also issues that
should be noted at their use. The Dictionary includes the basic information on about 16,000
principal organizations in Japan and their about 4,000 main subsidiary organizations. Its
features are many variant organization names for disambiguation, hierarchical relation
among organizations, and association of closed organizations with their succeeding ones.
The Name Disambiguation Program devises precise and accurate identification of
organizations, particularly in discrimination between organizations with similar names,
identification of adequate subsidiary organizations, and discrimination between succeeded

and succeeding organizations.
