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ABSTRACT

When we asked a total of 6,600 male and female between the ages of 15 and 69 to what extent
international exchanges of people in science and technology field is held in Japan, irrespective of
gender, negative view makes up the relative majority of the group (male (53% who are
(relatively) insufficient and 24% who don't know), female (51% who are (relatively) insufficient,
and 33% who don't know). On the other hand, by gender, male (23% who are (relatively)
sufficient) are more likely than female (16% who are (relatively) sufficient), and it was found that
the younger generation (under 24 years old) is higher by age.

When the significance of international human exchange is asked, irrespective of gender, the
response alternative "through stimulating each other, a great number of achievement of science
and technology will be created and this leads to the improvement of science and technology in the
world" (47% for both male and female), and "deepening mutual understanding and relationship of
trust between Japan and other countries and this leads to stable international relations” (34% for
male, 30% for female) are at high rates of the response.

When it is asked whether we should emphasize the promotion of international human
exchanges, by gender, male (66% should (relatively) emphasize) are more than female (60%
should (relatively) emphasize). Also, when looking at age groups, the higher the age, the higher
the percentage of respondents who (relatively) should emphasize, namely, the lowest is among
those 25-29 aged and the highest is among those 65-69 aged.
